On average, Jobs for 
Youth serves 1,500 
youth a year from 
throughout San Mateo 
County. Five sites in 
Daly City, Half Moon 
Bay, Menlo Park,   
Redwood City, and San 
Mateo assist both job 
seekers and employers.
